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“As they were marching out, they came upon a man of Cyrene, Simon by name;
this man they pressed into service to carry his cross.” (Matthew 27:32)

The Lord calls us to love God and to love our neighbor. Every day we are
presented with opportunities to love our neighbor and help him “carry his
cross.” These opportunities aren’t usually big events. They are usually
ordinary occurrences like helping someone carry their groceries or holding
the door open for them. The key is putting the other person’s need before our
own - without expecting anything in return.

Each of us is presented almost every day with an opportunity to help someone
“carry their cross.” Many of us ourselves have been the recipient of someone
holding the door open for us, or having the person ahead of us in line pay for our
order. These are small but effective ways to put God’s grace into action. Maybe
you have witnessed a teenager help unload groceries into someone’s car at
Wal-Mart. These are simple ways to love God and to love our neighbor. Those
who visit people in the nursing home, the hospital, or visit the home-bound are
helping them “carry their cross.” Those who bring the Eucharist each week are
certainly helping people “carry their cross” — the cross of being cut off from
their church family, the cross of being in constant pain, the cross of feeling that
they no longer have worth. With Holy Week upon us, let us each answer God'’s
call to love Him by loving the least among us whom He places in our path.
